FLYING SCHOLARSHIPS 2024

Since inception of the HDFC flying scholarship in 
1961, HDFC has awarded approximately 45 
scholarships.

This year, the Hastings District Flying Club (HDFC) 
is offering three $1,500 flying scholarships to 
promote aviation to the youth of the Hastings 
District. In addition, the club will provide HDFC 
membership, BAK theory book and logbook.

 Upon accepting the scholarship successful 
candidates will contribute an equivalent $1,500 
which then gives them $3,000 credit toward flying 
training. Please note this is not the expected full 
cost of a Recreational Pilot Certificate.
Scholarship training is valid for 12 months.
